Do you want your child to go on the school skiing trip?  If you’re a foster carer, you may need to wait for the social worker to give the OK.  And by the time permission is signed off, that trip may have come and gone.  Does your child need a haircut?  Want to go to a birthday party sleepover at a friend’s?  Do you need to make an appointment with the dentist?  The same thing goes.

According to a recent survey, only a third of foster carers were allowed to make this type of decision all the time for the young people they look after.  As a result, their authority is undermined and the young people they care for are disadvantaged. 

“If you trust someone to care safely for a child who has experienced physical or sexual abuse at the hands of their own parents, it doesn’t make sense to stop them from making these types of decisions,” says Robert Tapsfield, chief executive of the Fostering Network.

Sue Coulter, who has fostered a sibling group of three for the past seven years, says that getting permission for a school trip – a standard part of a child’s education – can be “a nightmare”.

“You need permission even for simple things you know the parents would agree to.”

Without a council formally delegating authority to make decisions to foster carers, a child will tend to experience frequent reminders that they are not “the same” as other children in the household.  The difference may be even more painful when children compare themselves with their peers at school.  And the reluctance of many local authorities to give decision-making powers to foster carers flies in the face of statutory guidance issued in 2010 that encourages them to do exactly that.

When Prince Edward of England was born on 17 June 1239, there was a great outpouring of joy among the population of the country.  He would ultimately be crowned King Edward I of England, though in fact this was an inaccurate appellation explained by that strange quirk of English history which insists on numbering English kings from the Norman Conquest onwards.  There had been several Saxon kings of England named Edward and it was after one of them, the saintly Edward the Confessor, that the young prince was named.  Edward’s father, the pious but ineffectual Henry III, was deeply inspired by the example of the Confessor, and he expended a great deal of money and effort on rebuilding his abbey church at Westminster.  It was his greatest legacy to future generations, a magnificent, uplifting monument to a reign that did little to merit it. 

The records that survive of the young prince’s early years suggest that he enjoyed a fairly typical upbringing for the times.  He was farmed out early on, to be brought up away from the presence of his father and mother.  Details of his education are sketchy, but he not only spoke French, the everyday language of the English court at the time, but could also converse in English, and he had some understanding of Latin.  Outdoor pursuits would have taken up an important part of his developmental years too; riding and hunting, as well as falconry, a hobby that he took very seriously indeed as an adult.

Of his youthful character, there are not many references on which to construct a hypothesis, but surviving sources paint a picture of a young man that is not altogether flattering.  There is certainly plenty to suggest that he was a man of violent temper, capable of erupting at a moment’s notice.
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
